As a step forward towards implementation of
National Education Policy (NEP)-2020, Central
University of Haryana has revised the eligibility
condition for admission to various undergraduate
and postgraduate programmes offered inacademic
session starting from July 2024. Considering
it as a major breakthrough towards promoting
multidisciplinary education, the Vice-Chancellor
of the University, Prof. Tankeshwar Kumar hailed
the NEP-2020 as a vision document for the future
of the nation and remarked that this initiative of
the University would provide greater freedom of
choice to the students seeking admission to UG
and PG programmes.

any discipline with a minimum 50% marks or
equivalent grade in aggregate (relaxation of 5%
to the SC/ST/PWD/OBC (Non-Creamy Layer)
is eligible to apply for admission to any of these
programmes (through CUET), motivating the
students to explore the possibility of higher
education beyond their core disciplines.

Prof. Tankeshwar Kumar, who has also been
appointed as the Coordinator of the North Zone
universities for implementation of NEP-2020,
shared that Central University of Haryana
has pioneered in implementation of key
